History of the Park

Awilliam Devou purchased the Eubank house and land in 1848 as a
summer escape from their permanent residence in Covington and
continued to purchase land parcel by parcel

A William Jr. and Charles Devou donated 576 acres of land for use as

a park in 1910 as a memorial to their parents. This donation is a
significant legacy for the City and the region, with Devou Park being
one of Northern Kentuckyds most

AThe Devou family home is now the Behringer-Crawford Museum

AMost of the development of the park came during the WPA era
(1936-39) i roads were widened and retaining walls built, central
refreshment stand built, the Bandshell was constructed

ADevou Deed Restrictions:
ALand must be used as a free park for the public
ANo beer or liquor shall be sold or dispensed on Park premises
